How was Christmas?  How is everyone?  I am fine; I am going to get my own phone next week so I can call you regularly.  How is Jesse, did Kee get my email?  Did you get the photos of Christine Ndrebe?  If you did then I know I can send the photos of my church and the kids here in Kenya.  Hopefully this weekend I will get them sent out, it is easier and cheaper to send them all at once instead of a few at a time.  We had a great time at Christmas.  I gave the kids gifts, candy and sodas and you would have thought they won the lottery they were so happy.  How is Trixie?  I hope when I start receiving a check I can move to a place where I can get a dog.  Kenyans are scared of dogs, although they do not eat them like the Chinese, so there are dogs everywhere.  They are just like the kids they are hungry so you can go right up to them and pet them.  I want to get a pet goat; everyone thinks I am crazy because here goat meat is like our steak.  I witnessed my first goat slaughtering on Christmas as my pastor invited me for dinner with his family and friends and they slaughtered a goat and we ate goat all day, it was very very good.  I told them when I get my hands on some A-1 sauce then we will enjoy it even more.  When I get my first check I think I am going to move to my own place, it will be better for me, I know my way around and I have enough friends now who will help me.  The family I am staying with is very nice and I appreciate their help but it is time for me to move on my own and I believe that is why God blessed me with a job.  I hope in time to get my own computer, as they are very cheap here.  When I get my own place I will get a landline, as they are cheaper than cell phones.  Cell phones are very expensive here but the prices are slowly coming down because there is more competition.  Tell everyone I say hi and I hope to have these photos by this weekend or early next week.  And I will update my website with the new photos.

 If you or Jackie see Dave Becker, get his email for me or get an address from him so I can write him.  He has a good heart and I know he would like to help these children.  The problem I am dealing with now is that there are so many children.  I am hoping to get funding from UDSAID, CARE or World Vision or all three as they are based right here in Nairobi.  I hope by the summer we can start to build a facility to house these kids.  They have orphanages but they are all full, but these kids need more than a house and food.  This of course is the first priority, but I believe God had me do all the jobs I did in America to prepare me for this day, because these kids need to be prepared to take on this world that is trying to kill them.  They need to be strong and encouraged.  I know God has prepared me for this is not an easy task, but it must be done.  Most of the organizations the people are not very skilled or educated, I stand out in this area, but fortunately people are willing to listen to me.  It is also why people are leaning on me so heavily because I bring them hope.  I am training them to believe in themselves and to believe that God loves them and God has a plan for them.  I love you all.  By next month I hope to have my own place and a phone and we will be in touch on a regular basis.  It is just too hectic where I am and it is becoming expensive because I am taking care of an entire family. I am actually considering adopting one of the children, her name is Nora, both her parents died of AIDS and fortunately she does not have the virus.  She is ten and she has nothing and no one in her life, so I am thinking about making this change to accommodate the children, not myself.  I am also looking for her sister, they were separated when the mother died and she has no idea if she is dead, alive or living on the street, she is younger and it worries me thinking about her on the street.  I believe it is why God blessed me with a job so I can do things like this.  I may not find a wife, but I will find some children.  I hope to get my first paycheck sometime in January or February and that is when I will do all this. You get paid once a month in Kenya.  So this is what I am doing.  I am in the midst of a mighty vision and I thank you for supporting me and tell everyone at Fisk Chapel I am doing well and God is watching over me.  I have surrendered all to God, I have given all I have and I am expecting great things to happen for me, for the children and for Kenya.  God bless you.  Tell mom I love her and we will talk soon.
